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When I left the practice of law to 
enter seminary I thought I was 
going to be able to set aside the 
ugliness of the stories I encoun-
tered day after day while repre-
senting abused and neglected chil-
dren in the court that was desig-
nated to decide whether they 
would be allowed to continue to 

live with their parent(s) or whether instead they should 
be adopted by another family or live in a guardianship or 
foster home. Don’t get me wrong. It’s not that I didn’t 
also consider it a true blessing to be able to be a part of 
the lives of my clients – in essence, by my representation 
of these unfortunate children to help the judge make an 
appropriate decision for their needs for stability and, 
most importantly, for love. 
 
One of the issues that arose frequently for those of us 
who represented the children was to what extent we 
should set aside our own attitudes and desires for their 
lives so as to truly represent the wishes 
of the children themselves. Suppose, 
for example, that a child would rather 
live with a father who mostly neglected 
her rather than to go to the home of a 
stranger, however loving that stranger 
might be – or however more likely it 
might be that the girl would receive an 
education that we’d want her to receive 
if she were to be permanently placed in 
that other home. The law said that it 
was the children we represented, not 
their best interests as we defined those 
interests. It did, however, add that we 
could not legally advocate a placement 
that we considered dangerous – not 
that any of us would have wanted to do that. 
 
Memories of those days flooded back lately as the sports 
pages of our newspapers were filled with stories about 
the scandal at Pennsylvania State University. And, of 
course, it also recapitulated some of the ugliness of the 
reaction of some of the hierarchy of the Roman Catholic 
Church about scandals involving priests in that Church. I 
recognize that as an attorney I had a particular fiduciary 
duty to a client that made it sometimes difficult emotion-
ally to sort out the sometimes-serious conflict between 

what I personally wanted for my young clients and what 
they might have wanted for themselves. To that end, I 
always informed the court what it was that my clients 
wanted (After all, if I didn’t, who would?), but, if I did 
truly believe that what they wanted was actually danger-
ous, I would tell that to the judge as well, along with a 
statement as to why I believed that it was. My legal duty, 
however, was specifically to the children, since they were 
my clients. 
 
The reason, though, that I am dredging up memories of 
that time is that, irrespective of what the law may have 
said about my duty as an attorney, I also had one as a 
human being. Whatever the law may have articulated as 
the duty of a child’s attorney in those cases, whatever it 
may have said about the duty of a person who was what 
was called a mandated reporter and who witnessed or 
was told of an act of child abuse, the whole point of the 
court in which I practiced was, first and foremost, to in-
sure the safety of the children who, as the result of a pe-
tition that came from the Department of Family and Chil-

dren’s Services, came under its juris-
diction. And, therefore, my own pri-
mary responsibility was also to work 
towards that safety.  
 
Apparently the law in Pennsylvania 
didn’t require the graduate assistant 
who witnessed the act of child abuse 
there to report what he had seen di-
rectly to the police or to Child Protec-
tive Services, nor did it require that act 
of Coach Paterno either, though I 
gather he was required to notify some-
one higher in the school’s hierarchy of 
what he had been told. Nevertheless, I 
ask you, did either of them – or the 

administrators above them – have any less moral respon-
sibility to protect the children about whom they heard 
stories of sexual abuse than I did as an attorney? For that 
matter, did the diocesan bishops, and those above them 
in the hierarchy of the Catholic Church, have less respon-
sibility to protect children merely because their primary 
job description was administrative rather than supervi-
sory of the children who were the subject of the abuse 
that was brought to their attention?

A Dream Coming True 
 
It is a centuries-old tradition and obligation for churches 
to provide Christian burial for their members. If you visit 
old churches, it is common to see cemeteries surrounding 
or adjacent to the church buildings. These days, it is rare 
for a church to be able to provide in-ground burial. In ur-
ban areas, many churches have answered this need by 
building a columbarium to house the ashes, or cremains, 
of those wishing to be buried on sacred ground. For years, 
it has been the dream of many parishioners to have a 
columbarium at the Cathedral. This is about to become a 
reality. 
 
A new columbarium is being constructed inside the 
church in the northeast foyer. It will occupy one wall of 
the foyer. The space is being prepared at this time to re-
ceive the columbarium unit which is being constructed by 
Homecoming, Inc., a provider of engineered columbarium 
systems designed for churches. Our columbarium will 
have 100 niches and each niche will accommodate two 
urns. The visible end of each niche will be sealed with a 
granite plaque with the name or names of those interred. 
In addition, we will have a memorial wall where granite 
plaques with inscriptions will be placed to commemorate 
the lives of loved ones who are buried elsewhere. 
 
We plan to have the columbarium completed by the end 

of this year. Members and friends of Trinity will receive 

more information about this new ministry in the near fu-

ture.

LORD, WHAT WOULD YOU HAVE US DO? 
LORD, REVIVE THIS CHURCH BEGINNING WITH ME! 

 
These two key statements lie at the heart of Christian 
Ministry. They also are the key guiding principles as we 
make our commitments of time, talent and money to 
Trinity for the coming year. In the last two weeks we have 
heard about the opportunities for giving our time and 
talent in the various ministries at Trinity. I hope you have 
discovered a ministry that you want to join to help revive 
this church! 
 
But now, let me talk about the third leg of stewardship, 
money! I am both excited and worried when I talk about 
this subject!  
 
I am excited because of the growth of community minis-
tries here at Trinity over the past few years. Dean Bird has 
worked hard with little money to bring a new commit-
ment to Christian outreach in our downtown community. 
Over the past 5 years Trinity has gone from being an al-
most forgotten corner of downtown San Jose to Trinity 
being recognized as a center for community ministries in 
our downtown area.  
 
Our feeding programs at the Cecil White Center and San 
Jose Family Shelter, our continuation of Spanish language 
worship as Our Lady of Guadalupe closes its doors at the 
end of the year, the new Street Teams ministry to the 
homeless just starting up here at Trinity are just some of 
the community ministries here. Trinity is championing 
outreach across our downtown communities. 
 
But, as Treasurer, I am also worried. As we strengthen our 
current programs, we also must address the issue of past 
years of deficit spending and savings depletion. It is now 
time to reverse this trend and to work toward operating 
from a balanced budget. 
 
To accomplish this, your annual stewardship pledge is 
vitally important. By making a pledge, you are saying that 
you support and want to be part of the activities and mis-
sions of Trinity Cathedral.  To start to meet the goal of 
reaching a balanced budget, we need to secure $220,000 
in pledge giving in 2012. This is a 10% increase over the 
$200,000 we expect to get by the end of 2011. We are 
asking each of you who attend Trinity to make a pledge if 
you have not done so in the past, and to increase your 

pledge in 2012 if you have made pledges in the past.   
 
We know that some in our Trinity community have ex-
perienced new or continued financial hardship over this 
past year.  We understand that. But, if you have been 
blessed with income security in 2011, please consider 
adding 10% to what you would normally pledge to help us 
meet the goal of a 10% increase in offering in 2012. 
 
For example, if you would normally pledge $200 a month, 
please consider raising that to $220 a month, or more if 
you can. Similarly, a $300 a month pledge would go to 
$330 a month, or more, and so on. Look for your email 
pledge packet containing the pledge form to fill out. You 
also can pick up a pledge packet at Trinity on Sundays, or 
you can contact the office and Heike will email you a 
packet. Printed packets are mailed to members and 
friends of Trinity for whom we do not have an email ad-
dress. 
 
For those of you who have been pledging in past years, 
thank you so much for you continued support. If you have 
not pledged in the past, we are asking you to seriously 
consider making a pledge to Trinity in 2012.

Holiday Wish List for Hope With Sudan 

 
As we begin the holiday season, our wish list at Hope 
With Sudan centers on two areas: support items and 
sponsorships. 
  
 Our students need clothing, shoes, mosquito nets, 

mattresses and other items. With food costs continu-
ing to soar in East Africa, money is stretched thin to 

cover the basics. It’s a great gift to our students at 
this time of year to have clothes, shoes and calcula-
tors for school. For those who have been sleeping on 
the floor at home, a simple foam mattress and mos-
quito net will enhance their rest. 

 Twelve students have applied and gained accep-
tance to our pro-
gram, but are 
not yet funded. 
It’s always hard 
to say no to a 
deserving young 
person, but we 
simply cannot 
enroll students 
until sponsors 
are available. These students are eligible to enroll in 
school beginning in January if sponsors can be identi-
fied.  

 
Donations to Hope With Sudan make meaningful holiday 
gifts. Please consider giving the gift of comfort and care 
by donating money to provide needed items. Look for the 
Giving Tree in the parish hall, and choose Christmas gifts 
of $10 to $50. You may respond via mail or on our Web 
site. Give donations as gifts for your friends and family. 
The suggested items are: $10 mosquito netting, $20 new 
clothes, $20 calculator for school, $25 school shoes, $50 
school uniform, or $50 foam mattress. Or, share our Web 
site (www.hopewithsudan.org) with 10 of your family and 
friends and ask for their support this Christmas.  
  
Sponsor a student. On average, annual tuition for a pri-
mary school student is $400, while for our secondary stu-
dents in boarding school, tuition and fees are about

2. an automatic monthly deduction via PayPal, spread 

over 12 equal payments in the coming year;

And may we never, so that we don’t have to 
do it, say to ourselves that surely someone else will do 
what, in our heart of hearts, we know must be done to 
protect those least able to protect themselves.

As of December 1, we have received 11 
monetary pledges for the 2012 Steward-
ship Campaign for a total of $36,504.
